1. Content & Analysis (40 points)
- Answer the questions thoughtfully and fully
- Go beyond just describing the film — explain why things matter
- Share your own interpretations and insights
2. Use of Film Evidence (25 points)
- Point to specific scenes, characters, or artistic choices
- Use examples from the film to back up your ideas
- Avoid being too general — show us where you saw it in the film
3. Connection to Course Themes (20 points)
- Relate your answers to big ideas from class:
  • New York City as a place
  • Community, identity, and representation
  • Art, culture, and expression
- Show that you’re making connections between the film and what we’re learning together
4. Writing & Organization (15 points)
- Write clearly and in your own voice
- Organize your response so it’s easy to follow
- Check spelling and grammar before turning it in
